Work on the Broad Causeway Movable Bridge is pedestrians are urged to exercise extreme caution and to
expected to start on April 1and be completed around observe all construction signage.

September 2013. All work is expected to be done during
the night between 7:45 p.m. and 6 a.m. Monday to Friday.
During this time and for the duration of the project, two
vehicle lanes will be closed and single lane traffic will flow
across the intracoastal waterway bridge in both directions.
During the day, all lanes will be opened and traffic patterns
will revert to normal.

Pedestrians will be allowed to cross the bridge on the
side that traffic is routed to. The Bridge will be closed to
marine traffic during the night for the duration of the
project.

Work will commence on the southern side of the bridge
and therefore traffic will be diverted to the westbound
lanes while the eastbound lanes are closed. When work is
completed on the southern side the westbound lanes will be
closed and all traffic will be shifted to the eastbound lanes.
